A British sailor waited two days to be rescued by is wife because he
did not want to trouble the coastquard.

Tony Curphey, of Emsworth, Hampshire, sails arotiveworld with his wife but
they travel in separate boats. When he got intobleo 700 miles (1,127km) off the
coast of New Zealand he radioed his wife SusannbeHGurphey 150 miles
(241km) away. He said he did not alert the locatue services because he did not
want to become "another Tony Bullimore".

Mr Bullimore was rescued by the Australian navyefaays after his yacht capsized
in the Southern Ocean during the Vendee Globe renlnd-the-world yacht race in
1997. He survived on "a little chocolate, water aheer determination” in an air
pocket in the upturned hull of his yacht Exide Gdrader. Mrs. Huber-Curphey, 47,
said Australians still complained about how mucleast to rescue Mr. Bullimore
and said her husband did not want to follow in foiststeps. Mr Curphey got into
difficulties when his 27ft (8.2m) clipper, Galenaistarted taking on water in a
storm. On their internet blog, Mrs. Huber-Curphaids"Galenaia had sprung a leak
with the skeg and rudder severely damaged and dechaump every hour! "He
managed to dive to inspect the fault and suppa@tskeg with several ropes. Mr.
Curphey then radioed his wife, with whom he norgnalhly meets up in port. She
said: "His words on the radio were 'lI'd rather bsecued by Susanne than by the
authorities'." It took her two days to reach hind ame sailed past five times in her
40ft (12m) ketch So Long, before managing to at@a¢bw line. The couple kept in
contact with rescue services by radio but declthed help. It took them eight days
to tow the boat to Nelson, in the north of New Aealls South Island.

On Sunday morning, last Bank Holiday, Pete Bennett (member) rang and
asked if | was doing anything for the next five days, and offered me a berth
on his friend’s Hallberg Rassy 31’, starting the following morning. A hurried
conference with my wife ensued and next morning Pete and | drove down to
Gosport to the Joint Services Sailing Club at Haslar, to meet the owner
Robin Huckle; a retired professional sailor, RYA instructor and examiner to
Yacht Master level.

After introduction, and a cup of tea, safety briefing and a tour of the boat, we
cast off, the wind forecast was N-NE F3-4, sunny with patchy cloud.

We had a gentle sail down to Hurst Point at the Western End of the Solent
then, as we still had a fair tide, sailed onto Poole.

On route Pete as the galley master, made tea as required and sandwiches
for lunch.

Inside Poole Harbour we sailed around to the Wych channel and found a
peaceful location, dropped anchor along with other yachts.

Pete heated up a M&S cottage pie, which he served with carrots and new
potatoes, followed by cherry crumble and custard. We enjoyed a glorious
sunset across Poole Harbour with a flame red sky.
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After a comfortable night, and a cooked breakfast, we sailed around Furzy
Island through South Deep and Poole Harbour entrance out to Old Harry
then along to Durlston Head and St Albans.

It was a hot sunny day with patchy cloud; wind still NE-N F3-4 occasionally 5.
On arrival at Lulworth Cove entrance, where we planned our overnight stay,
we tried to furl the genoa but the furling line had worked loose, fallen off the
furling drum and jammed. We had to drop the genoa, motor in and find a
space to drop anchor amongst the other yachts already anchored there.
Whilst Pete made the sandwiches for lunch Robin and | got the tool kit out,
part dismantled the furling drum and freed the jammed line.

Later Robin donned a wet suit and went for a swim off the boat, but even
with a wet suit on he could only stay in the water for about 10-15 minutes.

In the evening Pete heated an M&S Lasagne served with green beans and
potatoes. After washing up we rowed ashore to explore Lulworth and drink in
the nearby hotel. As we could not get a signal for our mobile phones | found
a public phone box, which charged 50p for twenty minutes use, | had to wait
while the occupant stayed chatting and got his money’s worth.

Back on the yacht there was a bit of a swell during the night but we all slept
soundly. The following morning was fine and sunny, and after cereals and
toast, we rowed ashore again to walk over the hill to Durdle Door. It was hot,
with not too many people around, and from the cliff above the beach we had
an excellent view of Portland Bill and Weymouth. And we got a signal on our
mobile phones again!

On the return walk we met holidaymakers from the caravan site at the top of
the hill above Durdle Door, pouring out with their kids, dogs and beach
equipment.

Going back downhill to Lulworth we had a good panoramic view of the cove
and surrounding hills looking to the East.

The car park at Lulworth was also filling up with holidaymakers vehicles,
disgorging the passengers who either came up the hill for Durdle Door or
headed towards the beach at Lulworth. It was then obvious that we had
chosen the quietest time of the day for our walk to Durdle Door. We had tea
and a cake in the cafeteria before rowing back to the boat.

After lunch, prepared by Pete again, we hoisted the mainsail and | tried the
furling gear by letting out the genoa, but it jammed again, this time it was
easier to free the line and we concluded that we were not keeping the furling
line tight enough for this particular rig, (which was embarrassing with approx.
80 years of experience between us!)

The wind was N-NW F3-4 with occasional gusts of F6, we managed to keep
close hauled and had an excellent sail into Weymouth; 1% hours from
weighing anchor at Lulworth to tying up at the Cove pontoon in Weymouth
Harbour.

After doing some shopping, we used the showers at the Harbour Masters
office then went out for a fish and chip supper. The quay side overlooking
the Cove was crowded as usual with holiday makers. We had an early night
as we were leaving at 6.30 am the following morning. Breakfast was taken

on the hoof, cereals and tea, with the wind now in the west and we were
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broad reaching and then goose winging all the way. It was still sunny except
for the helm who always seemed to be in the shade of the main sail where it
was chilly.

Crossing Poole Bay the wind started to die, so Pete and Robin hoisted the
spinnaker, but by the time we reached the Needles the wind died away and it
had to be taken down again and stowed away.

Robin got out his fishing line and trawled it behind the boat and soon caught
a mackerel, he showed us how to dispatch and fillet it.

The tide started to turn as we went through the Hurst narrows so we dropped
anchor on the eastern (sic) side of Hurst Castle, and waited for the tide to
turn. NB the tide was running at 3 kts. | did some sketching which is quite
hard on a boat that is bobbing up and down whilst the others read or
snoozed. We had lunch. Robin poached the mackerel caught earlier.
Normally when | have had mackerel in hotels | find them rather oily, but
poaching them seems to take the oil out and it was very delicate to the
palate.

At 5pm we hoisted sail, weighed anchor and sailed towards Newtown Creek.
We hoisted the spinnaker and had a good run to Hamstead Ledge then
dropped the spinnaker again before going up the channel to the Newtown
Creek entrance.

We anchored in Clamerkin Lake, which was quite crowded.

Pete got to work preparing the evening meal by heating up a can of stewed
steak and dumplings served with carrots and new potatoes, also by popular
demand he made another cherry crumble. We finished the carton of wine,
which had served us for the previous two dinners and occasional post sailing
drink, and watched another spectacular sunset before turning in.

In the morning we had a massive breakfast of eggs, bacon, sausage,
mushrooms, sauté potatoes, orange juice, toast and marmalade. We set sail
for Wooton Creek, with a NW-N F 3-4 wind forecast we got the spinnaker up
again, but at Gurnard Point the wind swung around to the North and started
to gust, the spinnaker was banging as it filled, then collapsed so we took it
down.

At Wooton Creek, we went up the creek as far as the bridge dropped anchor
in the middle of the river for our lunch then finished off the last of the vittels.
Afterwards we headed back to Gosport tied the boat up on its berth in the
Joint Services Marina, hosed it down and filled up the water tanks.

As Robin was taking relatives out the following day we disembarked early so
he could go and buy provisions etc. After shaking hands and thanking him for
an excellent week of pure sailing we headed home.

It was an excellent sail and a different experience anchoring every night
instead of using marinas, pleasant company all round and relatively cheap as
we avoided marinas with minimal use of engine power.
