A WEEK SAILING IN MONTENEGRO

19" -28" September 2008

Sun Odyssey 45 Regina Elena

Montenegro Charter Company, Kotor

After a brief flight from Luton to Dubrovnik the adnture began. The transfer was
about 2 hrs from the airport to Kotor with an ho@ithat spent on the border crossing
from Croatia to Montenegro. They take their bordeesy seriously with armed
guards both sides and an area between like a gooffrzone. On first impressions
you wonder whether it might have been better tofgjoa Mediterranean charter
instead. However once the formalities were coneplle¢ rest of the transfer by taxi-
bus was stunning, following the coastline round Kotor. The scenery was
absolutely breathtaking, very much like that of tNerwegian fjords, with tall
mountains rolling down to the sea with small tovamsl villages scattered along the
coast. It was very advantageous to be able toleearea we would sail through in
order to reach the Adriatic coastline proper.

Kotor itself is a very quaint walled Fortress Towith no cars permitted within. It
has been a fortified town since the early middlesaghen emperor Justinian built a
fortress above the town after expelling the Golthsas later plundered in 840 by the
Saracens. In 1002 the city was damaged again uhedirst Bulgarian Empire, and
was eventually ceded to Serbia in 1003 by Tsar 8arfibie locals revolted, and with
the help of the Republic of Ragusa, held out uhti84, then as a protected state
preserved its republican institutions and rightsrade and engage in war. In thé"13
century Dominican and Franciscan monasteries wstadbkshed.

HMS Bacchante

In the 14" century the city’'s commerce rivalled
that of Venice and formed part of the Venetian-
Albania province. From 1420-1797 apart from a
brief rule by the Ottoman Empire on two
occasions it stayed Italian and most of the
architecture reflects the Venetian influence. It
was visited by plague in 1572 and nearly
destroyed by two earthquakes 1563 and 1667. Y lifpassed by treaty to the
Hapsburg monarchy. However in 1805 it passeddd-tench Italian Empire. It was
captured in 1814 by the British 38 Gun ship HMS @&@amte. Its captain, William
Hoste with Montenegrin Assistance, hauled shipsnoam and mortars with block
and tackle to positions overlooking the Frenchificetions and they were forced to
surrender on the™Jan 1814. It was then restored to the AustriapiEem
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In the First World War it served as a naval basetlie Austro Hungarian Navy and
was the site of fierce battles between the localntdioegrin Slavs and Austro
Hungary until 1918 when it became part of Yugodavin 1941-1943 it was annexed
by Italy until becoming the socialist republic ofoltenegro within Yugoslavia. In

1979 an earth quake partially destroyed the tovamnadsilling 100 people, but now it

has been carefully restored and has been allotAti&ESCO world heritage status.

After a pleasant night spent in a hotel in the @eopf Kotor and a day sightseeing,
finally we could collect our charter yacht late pdg a handover and obtain the
necessary documentation from the Harbour Autharitie

Sun Odyssey 45

After one more pleasant night spent in Kotor wppsdid around 9:00am. The Yacht
itself was a Sun Odyssey 45 with in-mast furlingfamtunately none of the keys or
sheets were labelled but it did not take too lamgvork them all out and we were
soon making our way along the bay towards the satehnel into the next double
bay. Once through the narrow channel we detourgldtly to have a sail around two
islands, one with St George’s Monastery and thersgevith a chapel, Our Lady of
the Rocks. We then pulled alongside the Town (foayunch at Perast. Approx
8nm into our voyage. We then slipped early aftemtm proceed on through the next
channel, past some old U-boat pens cut into thts @n into Herceg Novi, 15 nm
into the voyage (42.27.00.74N, 18.32.02.31E) amosimall walled fortress town
with a modern resort grown around it. We obtaiaechooring stern-to behind the
breakwater for the Marina.
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From the top of the breakwater could be seen ththenmost tip of Croatia and the
exit to the agenian sea guarded by the derelidtfiat island of Mamula. The
marina itself was very basic and appeared to havesal facilities, but fortunately
the yacht had all we needed for a wash-and-brughdopto going for a long hike up
the steep hill into the town for an extremely gdpkntiful meal. So much so that
we all had to ask for carry-out bags for the comsille amount of meat we could not
do justice to. It was a meal fit for banquetingds and we had enough leftovers to
have a good salad brunch the following day forvtwele crew. The first fish course
would have done justice as a main dish, with theeohigrill being cutlets of
lamb/pork/goat/beef and kebabs with side saladchiyes. Dessert being a selection
of stewed fruits with local ice cream topping.

The town itself consisted of (surprise surprise)olhfortress and a new town that
had grown along a long promenade which stretchédtih directions around the bay,
with restaurants, shops, etc. fronting onto theraneade. It reminded very much of
the sea frontages in the south of France with nemdmg blocks of pavement cafes
and open fronted restaurants.



Monday morning saw us slipping slightly late as @mber of the crew had dropped
his glasses over the side and a local diver setandtretrieved them for him, the
water being so clear you could see the diver'syewsve at about 4-5 metres deep
alongside the quay. We elected to take a shprotridown to Budva as the weather

had decided to cloud over and give

the occasioaial shower, although this was

rather pleasant rain and quite refreshing aftemthenth of the previous days.

The trip onwards to Budva was fill
with  interesting  scenery, t
southernmost tip of Croatia and tt
old, now neglected, Austro Hungarie
18" century fort on the 200m roun
island of Mamula guarding th
entrance out to the Adriatic. It too
most of the day under sail, the
reverting to motor when the wind

dropped off and the rain closed i....

But come early evening the rain dlsappeared andppeoached Budva after approx
20miles of mostly sailing. The entrance could loghfly treacherous as it looks like
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a clear line across to the marina between the wesenfinished marinas on SV
Nicola Island and the shore. However there aremmater obstructions and shallows
on that approach. The buoyage and charts for megppear very good as long as you
correct for the deviation from wgs84 if using satn There are leading lights shown,
however these are very hard to distinguish fromldhekground shore lighting, and
not all the buoys’ lights appeared to be workirkgrtunately there was enough light
to find our way in safely and berth up for the nijgtern to, on a floating pontoon in
the marina. There are two distinctive parts totdven. An old, walled fortress with
guaint architecture, and the new, which spreadsaiber like Hercig Novi along the
beach front of the bay. By way of a change, atshort sightseeing trip around the
town, we had an excellent meal prepared for us hynAone of the crew, whose
hobby is cooking. The meal would have done argy @lte restaurant justice with 3
courses, all prepared and cooked in a standardygait board. This was probably
one of the best meals we had whilst away, and direrexcellence of the meals we
had ashore, will give you some idea of the culirsdjls displayed.

Tuesday we slipped fairly early and decided on a
day round trip to Petrovac Beach passing the
island of San Stevan on route. The bay here has
two small islands and good anchorage just clear
of the well marked swimming area. We dropped
the anchor in the centre of the bay, had hands to
bathe and a good brunch on board before
moving alongside the stone walled public quay
to have a quick sightsee of the town. Here we
met up with a second yacht from our group and
exchanged salty yarns and agreed to travel
together back to Budva for the night. We
experienced the most beautiful sunset with thedddaeing all lit with the red after-
sun as the sun sank from sight.

The trip back into Budva
went well. As we had
already been in once we
were able to follow the
buoyage and lights from the
town. The main problem
we experienced was the
larger pleasure craft had
used all the lead lines for
the bow. After some
discussion with the marina
staff we were able to
convince them to relinquish
the extra ones they had
secured. The round trip was



approx 15 nm and was worth it just for the spedtacunset.

Wednesday we decided to be somewhat venturesomeagndibwn to an old pirate
walled town at Ulcinj (42. 05 .52. 70 N, 19 .1® .T5 E) just before the Albanian
border, this being the last town of note that wasilg accessible by yacht with
berthing alongside a quay just below the fortre&gain the town consisted of small
fortified town on the hill with a modern seasidevtobuilt up around the back with a
long stretch of beach at the head of the bay. ¥égnally moored alongside with the
intention of staying there overnight. Howeveriltas swell built up in the early hours
around 3 am, we decided to move to anchor in téreef the bay. Although not
rough as such the actual rise and drop of the $ovgjl was about a metre and could
have resulted in some damage from the quaysideasdlhere was a protrusion just
below the water line. Anyway the move went welhsiolering we did it all in pitch
darkness. Around 4am it was rather like being mibanghe centre of a motorway as
all the local fishermen started to move. They meets lots of carrots as none
appeared to use any navigation lights or torchiés!!!

Extract from local almanac for Ulcinj

Thursday morning as it got light we
decided to slip and head back up the coast
to Bar, a mixed modern port with a
commercial ferry serving lItaly alongside
the main marina. The trip was a mixture
of sailing and motor cruising. The shape
of the hills along the coast there gives
some very freaky winds with it changing
direction at very short notice. Bar(42 05
2270N, 19 .05.19.57 E) had been
described to us an industrial town of not
much of note, however it proved to be
guite nice, a modern town with many
improvements still in the process of completion.

The approach was well marked with the
marina in front of the commercial ferry port,
berthing is on their club pontoon stern to. |
did however find this was the first port that |
had to take crew list and passports to the local
police to obtain identity cards stamped to be
carried whilst ashore. | think this is mainly
due to it being a main port of entry from Italy.
The other ports were all happy merely to see
the ships papers and collect the berthing fees.
The marina did boast a shack with one ladies’
and one gents’ toilet with a single shower in
each. This was one of the most surprising
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things of our trip the fact that, apart from magtsctricity, most of the marinas have
no facilities to speak of.

There was a pleasant plaza just along the beadhrga funfair and beachside
restaurants again reminiscent of the south of ferafde yacht Club has an excellent
restaurant overlooking the marina and bay aboverib@ern ferry terminal for Italy.
We had an excellent meal in the restaurant thatiegewith five star waiter services.
However there was one drawback in the early eveningn a rather large Russian
party celebrated their meeting with a loud renditcd Russian Folk Songs, but it did
give the place an eastern European air.

Friday, as all good things must come to an endhaceto slip early in order that the
boat could be checked back into Kotor early evenirg trip back, although long at
some 60nm, was enjoyable with again a mixture ofomsailing and pure sailing.
The scenery on the trip back up was quite stunamgyagain we passed close to the
U-boat pens just inside the inlet and could makliettoel insides as the entrances were
all open. There were a few of the eastern bloclsitei$-rigates also alongside the old
Naval base but they appeared in a state of distgmahaps mothballed after the cold
war. There was however quite a lot of activitytbe other side as we entered the
first of the two channels back through to Kotorhwgome commercial ships being
repaired in old style floating docks.

The trip went well back to Kotor arriving back gpaox 4 p.m after having travelled
some 60nm back up from Bar. Although the yachtteade back for pm Friday the
final handover was Saturday morning early. So wehatl chance to sample the
delights of a Farewell Supper in one of the masyawrants of Kotor and a final look
around. The following day the taxi took us to almilla /hotel at Cavtat, Croatia

to await the flight to Luton.

| was fortunate to have enough time for two tripeoas the bay by speedboat taxi to
be able to also explore Dubrovnik, another waltatified town of considerable size.
There was also a medieval festival and crossbowpetitton in progress with full
period costume and English commentary. The tovenlde®n rebuilt extremely well
in most parts after the damage it experienced tfmrshelling that it received during
their recent periods of conflicts, however there sitill signs along the bay of the
effects of the region’s recent War-torn past irt thare are several beachfront hotel
complexes in various states of disrepair that lhanaloned to the elements. Cavtat
itself is a small pretty seaside town set on theospie side of the bay to Dubrovnik,
with a town wall/quay for the water taxis and vrgyt yachts, a small beach area
leading to a long cliff top walk round to the nesxhall bay alongside which is sited
the remains of an early Roman villa high up oveking the bay.

The Trip from the hotel to the airport was justh@rs hop and being a small airport
the clearance to the flight was quite swift. My el impressions of
Montenegro/Croatia, was that their heritage towmsewclean and respected. The
people we met were all friendly and eager to sgeaglish to us to improve their
own. Their lifestyle and diet is most certainhyahbier than ours, and their youth still
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seem to have respect for their environment, eldedsother people. The scenery was
awe inspiring and the sailing very good.

Peter Bradley explains how the innovative MOB Guard ian
system is saving lives at sea

MOB Guardian base unit with two PSDs on
charge

On average, 20 fishermen drown
every year in our waters, despite
carrying all mandatory safety
equipment.
Most of these fatalities occur when
crew end up overboard and rescue
services are not alerted in time to
locate and save them. Accuracy
and speed in pinpointing crew in
distress are a matter of life or death. But many alert systems have to be
physically activated, either by the crew or by immersion in water - which all
takes time.
In 2002 the RNLI decided to develop a system that would provide constant
monitoring of both crew and their vessel, thereby grabbing those crucial extra
minutes to save lives.
Using proven communications and satellite technology, the RNLI developed
MOB (Man Overboard) Guardian, a unique 'always on' system. MOB
Guardian provides a complete, reliable, automatic vessel capsize monitoring
and man overboard alerting system between the fishermen at sea and the
search and rescue authorities ashore. The onboard equipment comprises a
base unit and GPS interface that automatically transmits the vessel's position
via satellite at predetermined intervals to the RNLI Operations team at
Headquarters in Poole. If a report is not received, this indicates a possible
capsize and an alert is automatically generated. The base unit also
constantly monitors up to four small personal safety devices (PSDs) worn by
the crew and is directly linked to the RNLI's confidential monitoring system
through the Iridium satellite network. If a fisherman wearing a PSD falls
overboard, the base unit will detect this and transmit a man overboard alert.
This alert will contain the vessel's identity and the position where the person
went overboard to within 5m. An alarm will also sound in the wheelhouse to
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alert any second crew member onboard. The base unit and PSDs can also be
activated manually by fishermen in an emergency.

MOB Guardian alerts are normally received in less than 3 minutes.

The unit can be programmed to stop the vessel's engines in the event of a
man overboard and also provide a course to steer back to the person in the
water.

There are about 200 UK fishing vessels now fitted with MOB Guardian. With
Government and commercial support and a substantial legacy from
Constance Linda Mary Hilton to subsidise the fitting of the kit, we hope to
reach many more over the next few years.

The RNLI will be equipping its own fleet with a bespoke design based on
MOB Guardian technology.
